Course Description: This course develops learners’ pronunciation skills.  This will include attention to both segmental and suprasegmental pronunciation needs with a primary focus on issues that interfere with learner intelligibility.

· understand fundamental patterns of stress, rhythm, and intonation in English and use them to be understood.

Good pronunciation takes practice. Come to class ready to participate in all the activities and exercises. Don’t be afraid to make mistakes---that’s one way we learn. Ask questions and be engaged.

Pronunciation Journal: 20%

Every week I would like you to reflect on your experiences improving your pronunciation. You will write a paragraph describing and reflecting on a situation that pertains to pronunciation. For example, a movie you watched, or a song you listened to, a radio show you listen to, a conversation you had, a book you are reading, a class you are taking, etc. There is an example on Files in Canvas of a Pronunciation Journal entry.

Pronunciation Practice: 30%

Practice makes perfect! As a class we will be reading together and I will provide the book. Each week we will read in class and the following week you will be asked to prepare to read an assigned section from the chapter we covered. Do your best to practice and focus on improving your pronunciation each week.
Midterm Exam: 15%

The midterm is an oral presentation (about 10 minutes). We will discuss topics and details in class.
Final Exam: 15%

The final exam is your second oral presentation (about 10 minutes). We will discuss topics and details in class.
